Two courses in ancient history selected from Classical Studies 11, 14, 15,17, 18, 19, 31. These courses establish a general knowledge of ancient Greek
and Roman history and introduce students to historical methodologies. CLST 11 is a topics course that can be taken more than once when different
subjects are offered.

Two courses in Classical literature, philosophy, and religion (exclusive of the courses identified as prerequisites), selected from Classical Studies 2-5, 10;
courses in Greek or Latin numbered 10 or higher (excluding Greek 11); Philosophy 11. These courses establish a general knowledge of languages,
literature, and systems of thought in ancient Greece and Rome and introduce students to the methodologies used in studying that subject matter. These
courses establish a general knowledge of languages, literature, and systems of thought in ancient Greece and Rome and introduce students to the
methodologies used in studying that subject matter.
